2 x 4" x 4" - border corner blocks
8 x 376" x 3%" cut in half diagonally once - block 2 A

From fabric 2 cut

2 x6%" x 674" cut in half diagonally twice - border
2 x 4" x 4" - border corner blocks
8 x 37" x 37" cut in half diagonally once - block 2 B

From fabric 3 cut

2 x 67" x 674" cut in half diagonally twice border
18 x 37" x 37" cut in half diagonally once - block 1

From fabric 4 cut

2 x6%" x 674" cut in half diagonally twice - border

Making up the blocks

Block 2A Block 2B

Block 1

Lay out all the fabric pieces for the block. Look at the main diagram for
which colour fabrics you need for each block.

Making the Flying Geese blocks by sewing a small triangle number 2 on
the long sides to the short side of the larger triangle number 1, press
back. Do the same to the other small triangle number 3.

Next stitch the corner square by sewing
the two triangles together to made a square. Now the center part of the
block. Sew the strips 172" x §%2" to the sides and then the top and
bottom. Lay out all the pieces for the block and sew in rows. Now sew
them together to complete the block. 12 in total of block 1.



Blocks 2A and 2B.

Both blocks are made up in the same way. The Flying Geese block is
made up as before in block 1. Stitch the triangles together to make
squares. Lay out all the pieces as in block diagram. Stitch in rows and
then sew the rows together to complete the block. 4 in total.

Block 3 and 4
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Block 3 Block 4 - corner square block

On block 3 sew the small triangles together. Number 1 to 2 and then 3 to
4. Next stitch the two triangles together to make a square.

Block 4. Take a 4" x 4" square and the 33" triangles. Fold the square in
half and do the same to the triangle along the long edge. Match the two
folds and pin into place. So, 2 and 3 press and then 4 and 5 to make a
square. 2 of each colour way in total.

Making up the quilt top

Start with the 4 center squares of block 2. Stitch in rows and then the
rows together.

Take the fabric strips of fabric 13 172" x 244" and stitch to the sides,
press back. Now the strips 174" x 267%2" to the top and bottom.

Adding block 1 to the quilt. Sew 2 blocks together as in the main
diagram. For the sides add a strip to the top and bottom. Stitch to the
sides, press back. With the top and bottom add the strips to each end
and then the blocks. Stitch to the quilt top and bottom.

Now add the strips 12" x 507%2" to the sides, press and then the 175" x
524" to the top and bottom.

Block border with blocks 3 and 4.

Lay out the block colours as in the main diagram. On the sides strips
add a 174" x 574" to the top and bottom. Sew this to the quilt.



On the top and bottom add the strips and then a block to each end. Sew
to the quilt. Sew the last border strips. Sides and then the top and
bottom to complete the quilt top.

Quilting and binding
Sandwich the quilt top, wadding and backing together.

Quilt by hand or machine as desired. Trim the backing and wadding to
size of quilt.

Use your favorite method from fabric 13 to bind the quilt.

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Block 3 Block 4 - corner square block

half and do the same to the triangle along the long edge. Match the two
folds and pin into place. So, 2 and 3 press and then 4 and 5 to make a
square. 2 of each colour way in total.

Making up the quilt top

Start with the 4 center squares of block 2. Stitch in rows and then the
rows together.

Take the fabric strips of fabric 13 172" x 244" and stitch to the sides,
press back. Now the strips 174" x 267%2" to the top and bottom.

Adding block 1 to the quilt. Sew 2 blocks together as in the main
diagram. For the sides add a strip to the top and bottom. Stitch to the
sides, press back. With the top and bottom add the strips to each end
and then the blocks. Stitch to the quilt top and bottom.

Now add the strips 172" x 50%%2" to the sides, press and then the 174" x
5274" to the top and bottom.

Block border with blocks 3 and 4.

Lay out the block colours as in the main diagram. On the sides strips
add a 174" x 574" to the top and bottom. Sew this to the quilt.



On the top and bottom add the strips and then a block to each end. Sew
to the quilt. Sew the last border strips. Sides and then the top and
bottom to complete the quilt top.

Quilting and binding
Sandwich the quilt top, wadding and backing together.

Quilt by hand or machine as desired. Trim the backing and wadding to
size of quilt.

Use your favorite method from fabric 13 to bind the quilt.
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
